English
This term we will be focusing on non-
fiction writing (through a non-
chronological report on Everest) and a
narrative based on the novel Kensuke’s
Kingdon by Michael Morpurgo. All this
will accompanied by spelling, handwriting
and grammar lessons, alongside daily
whole class guided reading sessions. Our
class Novel—chosen by the children—will
be The Graveyard by Neil Gaiman.

Maths
This term will see a focus on number and
place value and developing fluency with the
four operations (+, -, x and +). We will also
be focusing on arithmetic and tables fluency
- any help and support you can give your
child at home will be greatly appreciated
and will support their learning immensely.

Computing

This term we will be focusing on
self-image and being able to identify
and critically evaluate online content.

We will also be looking at computer

systems and networks and the work

carried out at Bletchley Park during
WWII.

Foundation Subjects
Geography will focus on the United
Kingdom, whilst in History we will be learning
about Guy Fawkes. In music, our focus will be on
rhythm, dynamic, pitch and tempo, whilst in
French the children will be consolidating
previous learning on greetings, family, numbers
and colours. PSHE will focus on the school core
values and relationships whilst RE will focus on
sacraments, rites of passage, denominations,
faith, commitment and ceremonies.
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Science
We have an exciting term of science
we have coming up.
Firstly, we will be investigating how
we see, how light travels and how
shadows are formed. Then we will
investigate circuits, their components
and discuss reasons for variations in
circuits and their functions.

PE

This term’s lessons will include tactics
and skills for invasion games and will
be taught through rugby and net and wall skills

which will be taught through tennis

Children will also take part in outdoor
adventurous activities and problem

solving activities such as orienteering.

PE will be on Thursdays and children should
come to school in their PE kit.
